Summer Reading Challenge 

I am sure that the children are all looking forward to a well-earned summer break after 

what has been a very busy year at Temple Sowerby. We don’t typically set much in the 

way of summer homework, preferring children to have fun, be active and spend time with 

family and friends. However, the one thing we would encourage all children to do is to 

take part in Cumbria Library Service’s ‘Summer Reading Challenge’. This year the theme is 

‘Story Garden – Adventures in Nature and the Great Outdoors’. This exciting new theme 

will inspire children to tap into a world of imagination through reading, exploring the mag-

ical connection between storytelling and nature.  

Children will need to read any 6 books over the summer and will receive a poster to record their reading, as well as special stickers and rewards for 

reading books. There are also online games, competitions and resources to support the challenge at https://summerreadingchallenge.org.uk/ .  We’d 

love children to bring along any certificates and medals to show when we return to school in September, so that we can share them with the rest of 

the school.
