• Village Carol Singing - on Thursday 18th December, children in KS2 have been invited along to The Kings Arms in 

Temple Sowerby at 2:30pm for an hour of Carol singing. Parents and members of the community are welcome to 

come along.   

• End of Term Christmas Service – our traditional end of term service will take place at 1.30pm on Friday 19th De-

cember at St James’ Church. FoTSS will be serving refreshments from 1.15pm onwards as well as after the service. 

As usual, we will be bringing the children back to school after the service to collect their things – parents can then 

collect them from the main entrance as soon as they are ready. There will be no after school club on this day.
